CAMpaign   Against   Rogue   Motorcycling

For years motorbikes have been ridden illegally on some Lakeland bridleways and footpaths, the authorities being unable to prevent them. Recently their numbers have increased, and the nature of their activity has changed: rogue motorcyclists no longer restrict themselves to paths but have taken to the hillsides, the scars of their tyre tracks now appearing all over the open fells of South Lakeland.

Motorbikes seriously degrade tracks and paths, so that some become impassable on foot. Ruts left by their tyre tracks turn footpaths and bridleways into streams and quagmires. The noise and speed of the vehicles is intimidating to walkers and cyclists and dangerous to horses. They disturb livestock and wildlife and damage grassland, leaving permanent scars on the environment. Rogue motorcyclists seem totally unaware of the damage they do and the effect they have on legal users of the paths and fells. They continue to break the law openly, relying for their protection on speed, anonymity and the isolation of walkers.

This activity is illegal. Together we can stop it.

The police and National Park Authority say they cannot act without evidence. We can help to collect that evidence.

CAMARM suggests

To all WALKERS and CYCLISTS: Take a camera with you at all times, set at maximum resolution. Be ready to use it at maximum zoom. Do not try to stop motorbikes. Turn your back to their approach and concentrate on photographing their back number plates. Photograph the location. Take note of the date and time. Give the photos, with enlarged detail if possible, to your local police. But be aware that the situation could turn nasty if you are noticed. Always be very careful and courteous. Do not get involved in arguments.

To all HORSE-RIDERS:                Get involved only if you are

fully confident of the control and safety of your horse.

To all responsible MOTORCYCLISTS:                    Rogue

motorcyclists spoil it for all. Use your influence to spread the word: this irresponsible behaviour cannot be tolerated.

To all rogue MOTORCYCLISTS:   Persist in your antisocial

and illegal activity and you will be reported to the Police.

Rogue motorcycling is not only local but national.
